All sports participants are evaluated, 

assigned to a team, furnished with a 

basic uniform, and guaranteed a spe-

cific amount of playing time.  

Fees are charged for all sports activi-

ties with discounts for coaches (the 

first child is free and each additional 

child is half price. The discount will be 

given in the next sports activity that 

the child participates in). 

Multiple children discount of 10% will 

be given to families that have more 

than one child in the same sports ac-

tivity. Deployment discounts are also 

available.
